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EVERYONE WHO HAS anything to do 
with the pet industry converged on 
Nuremberg, Germany, the week of 
May 10—at least that’s how it seemed.

Actually, more than 38,000 pet 
trade visitors from 117 countries 
attended Interzoo 2010, according to 
its organizers, in addition to 1,052 
companies from 53 countries exhib-
iting their products for pets or supplies 
for companies manufacturing those 
products. These numbers represent 
a 3% increase in attendees and a 4% 
increase in exhibitors over 2008 (the 
show occurs every two years).

A large portion of the stands 
displayed petfood. According to the 
online exhibitor directory (www.
interzoo.com), 343 exhibitors had dog 
or cat food—including both of the 

only petfood manufacturers in Turkey (Lider and 
Tropikal)—while 150 displayed food for small 
animals. Another 50+ had petfood supplies 
(ingredients, equipment, packaging materials, 
etc.). Having carried me to most of these stands, 
my sore feet could attest to the many offerings 
from petfood manufacturers and suppliers!

YET WHAT I didn’t see was much in the way of 
innovation in foods or treats. Yes, recent trends—
natural/organic, unique proteins, functional, 
health and wellness, packaging improvements—
continued to reign, but none of those are really 
new. One petfood professional speculated that 
because of the recession, many companies, espe-
cially the major petfood players, put development 
of breakthrough products on hold.

However, I did come across a few new twists 
on recent trends:

Unique protein sources—  how about tripe? 
That’s the main ingredient in a new wet dog food 

called Nutripe, from Valour Pets of Singapore;
Functional ingredients— Bacterfield SA of 
Luxembourg introduced Probiotic Live, which 
it said is the first dry dog food to keep probi-
otics live and stable; and
Packaging— Valpet of Italy launched a new dry 
cat food, an extension of its Dado brand, in a 
“smart brick” carton that it touted as eco-friendly.

WITH THE ECONOMY recovering so slowly, the 
fact that Interzoo and most other pet trade shows 
this year (including Petfood Forum) have enjoyed 
growth and a generally positive buzz means 

good news for our industry. This is supported 
by healthy growth and projections for US pet 
specialty retailers, highlighted in the “State of the 
Industry Report 2009-2010” in the Pet Product 
News International 2011 Annual Directory & 
Buying Guide (www.petproductnews.com).

According to the report, 34% of US retailers 
said their 2009 sales increased over 2008; 28% 
reported their sales remained the same, an 
improvement over the 19% who maintained 
sales in 2008. Perhaps even better, 54% said 
they expected sales to grow again this year, with 
32% maintaining current sales. The survey also 
showed only 2% of US pet stores closed last year, 
down from 5% in 2008. ■

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FDA in need of change, 
government report says 

The US Food and Drug Admin-
istration (FDA) is in need of an 
overhaul and cannot properly 
protect Americans from foodborne 
illness, according to a report by the 
Institute of Medicine (IOM).

Findings from the report show 
that FDA must switch its approach 
from being reactive to risk-based 
to identify and prevent foodborne 
illness. The report recommends 
giving FDA the authority to issue 
mandatory recalls of food products, 
improving the food safety inspec-
tion system and forming a single 
food safety agency.

FDA currently oversees about 80% 
of the US food supply and sponsored 
the IOM report, which was requested 
by the US Congress.

AS THE CHAIR of the National Organic Stan-
dards Board (NOSB) task force that developed 
the proposed organic petfood standard now 
under consideration by the National Organic 
Program (NOP), I would like to highlight several 
key points that were overlooked in Dr. David 
Dzanis’ recent column (“Petfood Insights,” May).

The task force was comprised of organic 
growers, certifiers, representatives of petfood 
companies, members of the Association of 
American Feed Control Officials (AAFCO) and 
US Food and Drug Administration staff. The task 
force wrote the proposed organic petfood stan-
dard consistent with the format, structure and 
language of a federal rule to facilitate efficient 
approval. In November 2007, NOSB unanimously 
accepted the proposal of the task force and 
forwarded it to NOP for rulemaking.

The organic petfood segment, valued at about 
US$250 million in sales, was upended by a recent 
directive from NOP prohibiting the use of certain 
nutrients in petfood to make them complete and 
balanced. While the Pet Food Institute (PFI) 
encourages NOP to act on the proposed organic 

petfood standard, PFI launched into action to 
resolve this impasse by establishing an Organic 
Task Force with Brian Connolly of Castor & 
Pollux as chair.

PFI also hired Dave Carter—a former chair of 
NOSB and former maker of organic petfood—
as a consultant and is supporting the process of 
petitioning NOP to accept nutrients necessary for 
petfood, such as taurine, that are not currently 
on the National List of substances allowed in 
organic production.

The task force is soliciting input from both 
member and non-member companies. This issue 
will be discussed at a PFI committee meeting 
on July 30 in Portland, Oregon, USA, just prior 
to the AAFCO meeting, and at the Feed and Pet 
Food Joint Industries Conference this fall. For 
more information, please write to info@petfood-
institute.org or visit www.petfoodinstitute.org.

Sent to the Petfood 
Industry audience via e-mail 
in February and March, the 
sustainability survey received 
108 responses. Respondents 
were mostly from North 
America (66%) and work for 
petfood manufacturers (63%), 
yet Europe (14%), South/
Central America (10.4%), 
Asia (4.7%) and Asia-Pacifi c 
(2.8%) were also represented, 
as were industry suppliers 
(19%), wholesalers/distribu-
tors/brokers (10.4%), consul-
tants (8.5%), retailers (5.7%) 
and marketers (3.8%).

In terms of functional 
areas, 59% of respondents 
work in product develop-
ment, 47% in sales, 43% in 
marketing, 37% in purchasing, 
26% in environmental/regula-
tory compliance and 25.5% 
as nutritionists.

About half (49.4%) of 
respondents said their job 
responsibilities do not involve 
developing or implementing 
sustainability initiatives; 
44.4% said they do. Fewer 
than half (42%) work for 
companies that have a 
person in charge of sustain-
ability initiatives.

“TOP CONSUMER GROUPS turn to 
sustainability.” That was the headline for 
an Entrepreneur.com article by Bill Roth, 
president of NCCT, a San Francisco-
based consulting firm specializing in 
sustainability marketing and business.

Roth was referring to US youth, 
women and CEOS. Representing an 
annual buying power of about US$10 
trillion, these three consumer groups are 
“shifting their purchasing criteria toward 
sustainability,” Roth wrote.

Of course, this is not just a US 
phenomenon. Mintel says nearly half 
of UK adults view environmental and 
ethical issues as important, with up 
to 40% identifying animal welfare as 

their top food concern. In a Petfood 
Forum 2010 presentation, Jan Hoijtink, 
director of Hoijtink Advies BV, said 90% 
of Belgians, 60% of Flemish and 70% of 
Canadians consider current or potential  
employers’ environmental and social 
practices when deciding where to work.

Judging by the results of a Petfood 
Industry survey, petfood companies 
understand how much consumers, 
employees and other stakeholders value 
sustainability: 62% of respondents cited 
consumer demand as a key reason their 
operations are adopting “green” prac-
tices. The next highest response, at 57.6%, 
was because it’s the right thing to do.

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SURVEY:
Consumers drive 

sustainability
in petfood

An industry survey shows petfood companies are responding to 
consumer demand but have some concerns  
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THE SURVEY RECEIVED a small 
response (just over 100 people), but 
these industry members weighed 
in on a variety of questions and 
offered multiple responses when 
prompted. For example, other reasons 
for adopting sustainable practices 
included:

Nature of products or market, 53%;■

Corporate image and market-■

ability, both at 52%;
Anticipating regulations in the ■

near future, 46%;
Keeping up with others in the ■

industry, 26%; and
Cost savings and profitability, at ■

22% and 16%, respectively.
Probing further into public 

perception, the survey asked respon-
dents how they thought consumers 
defined “green” petfoods. The most 
popular responses involved ingredi-
ents (natural, nothing artificial) and 
recyclable packing, yet manufacturers’ 
practices weighed in at 52% (Figure 1).

These results help make the case 
that there is no single, prevalent defi-
nition of green or sustainable. Perhaps 
one respondent summed it up best: 
“Everyone has a personal idea what 
green is, and it is inconsistent at best.”

MANY RESPONDENTS’ ORGANIZA-
TIONS are gearing their marketing 
to meet consumer expectations, with 
51% using sustainability claims. 
Just 33% said they’re not using such 
claims. Nearly 45% believe the claims 
are somewhat more important to their 
marketing; another 28% said they are 
a lot more important while 16% said 
they have about the same importance. 
Only 5% said they are somewhat or a 
lot less important.

Yet when it comes to their busi-
nesses’ success, much of respondents’ 
thoughts about sustainability are 

focused toward regulatory bodies. 
Asked to rate their level of concern 
with a number of issues, respondents 
said they’re very concerned about 
regulations:

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is consistency and transparency. 
Green is eliminating industry in this 
country!” wrote one respondent.

Other issues registering a 
moderate level of concern included 
consumer demands for excluding 

certain ingredients (33%), availability 
of proteins (32%) and traceability 
requirements for ingredients (31%).

TO DATE, RESPONDENTS’ organiza-
tions are receiving return on invest-

ment (ROI) in sustainable practices 
like energy conservation, product 
formulation and waste systems. For 
most initiatives, respondents see 
payoff coming down the road, with 
ROI potential highest for production 
systems and new facility design and 
construction. Figure 2 (p. 21) includes 
a full list of practices’ ROI status.

Perhaps the levels for currently 
delivering items are lower because 
only 28% of respondents said their 
businesses are applying sustain-

ability to a large extent, with the 
same amount replying such practices 
are being employed to just a limited 
extent. Another 37% said the practices 
are being used moderately.

Half the respondents rate their 
organizations’ progress as about the 
same as other industry companies, 
while 36% believe their businesses are 
further along than most in petfood. 
As for the industry overall, 46% 
believe petfood is about the same as 
most industries, though 37% believe 
it’s behind; only 14% said it’s ahead. 

Yet if these respondents’ views are 
any indication, petfood may soon be 
moving faster: 41% believe it’s very 
important for their organizations to 
be leaders in adopting sustainable 
practices and 36% said it’s some-
what important. Also, 68% believe 
increased sustainability is somewhat 
or very likely to lead to rising long-
term profits for their businesses. ■

LATEST research, published in June 
2010, expects the global petfood industry 
to see steady retail value growth in 
2010 despite continued global economic 
uncertainty. Major markets maintained 
more than respectable retail value gains 
as petfood reinforced itself as an essential 
item for consumers, according to research 
from Packaged Facts in their report U.S. 
Pet Food Market Perspective and Pros-
pects, 2010-2011 (Figure 1).

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markets. Brazil is by far the largest 
emerging market for petfood, with 
retail spending virtually unaffected 
by the global recession. The dog and 
cat population surpassed 50 million 
animals in Brazil during 2009. 

While Brazil is the largest dog and 
cat food market behind the US, India 
and Russia are the fastest growing, 
according to Euromonitor data (Figure 
2, p. 26). The greatest opportuni-
ties for market growth are in Latin 
America and Eastern Europe. Russia 
remains the primary engine of growth 
in Eastern Europe with continued 
focus from manufacturing giants like 
Nestlé Purina. Prepared dog and cat 
food is on the rise in Russia, with the 
majority of consumers feeding table 
scraps in 1998 to a significant shift to 
packaged petfoods by 2009. Although 

Brazil is the most dynamic market in 
Latin America, Mexico was strongly 
affected by the economic downturn 
and is now a relatively stagnant area 
for market share growth.

SOME OF THE fastest growing 
segments globally in the petfood 
market include cat treats and mixers, 
premium dog and cat food and dietary 
and health supplements. According 
to Packaged Facts, the US market 
for natural petfood has more than 
doubled since 2005, was worth US$1.5 

billion in 2009 and is expected to 
reach US$2.6 billion in 2014. These 
past and expected sales despite the 
recession have natural products 
manufacturers looking to launch or 

expand their pet product lines.
“Pet owners are looking for natural 

ingredients to ensure their pets stay 
healthy,” said Jim Mann, Kemin 
Nutrisurance product manager, in 
a recent article for Natural Products 
Insider. “Pet owners want to see

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petfood labels and that look like 
what they themselves are eating.” He 
added, “Although the term ‘human-
ization’ may be overused in some 
contexts, it is very appropriate where 
consumer preference for natural pet 
health and nutritional ingredients are 
concerned.”

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Cellulose influence in cats
In dogs, feces quality and nutrient digestibility 

are affected by different types of cellulose. This 
study investigated whether there are comparable 

effects in cats. Seven adult, 
healthy cats were fed a moist, 
commercial, complete food 
with three different cellulose 
types added at 4%.

Feces quality was between 
1 and 3 on a scale of 1 to 5. The 
addition of long fiber cellulose 
resulted in significantly firmer 
feces. Addition of cellulose 
decreased the digestibility of 
dry matter and energy; the 
impact on protein and fat 
digestibility was not signifi-
cant. The type of cellulose 
affected fecal bulk and fecal 
water excretion.

Excretion of sodium and 
potassium was exponentially 
correlated to fecal water, bulk 
and, to a lesser extent, dry 
matter excretion. Fecal calcium, 
magnesium and phosphorus 

excretion showed an exponential correlation to fecal 
dry matter excretion. A weaker correlation existed in 

all three elements to fecal bulk, whereas the effect 
of fecal water excretion was small.

Enteral nutrition in 
critically ill dogs

Malnutrition is a common problem in critically 
ill dogs and is associated with increased morbidity 
and mortality in human medicine. Enteral nutri-
tion (EN) delivery methods have been evaluated 
in humans to determine which is most effective 
in achieving caloric goals. This study compared 
continuous infusion and intermittent bolus 
feeding of EN in 54 dogs admitted to a critical 
care unit and requiring nutritional support with a 
nasoenteric feeding tube.

Dogs were randomized to receive either contin-
uous infusion (group C) or intermittent bolus 
feeding (group I) of liquid EN. The percentage of 
prescribed nutrition delivered (PPND) was calcu-
lated every 24 hours.

PPND was significantly lower in group C 
(98.4%) than group I (100%). There was no signifi-

Continuous vs.

The objective was to compare 
continuous to intermittent feeding
